The good news! We have already started!…. 
 

26 November 2018: saw block B1 of Waitui Beach Club rooms come offline for an entire remodel with only 
block B2 currently in operation. 

 

 
14 January 2019: we will continue to work on block B1, and will take off block B2, as well as Waitui Beach 
Club itself (circled in purple). 

 
Between the 14 January 2019 and 19 April 2019, every Waitui Beach Club room (blocks B1 and B2) and the 
Beach Club itself will be fully closed. 

 
From 20 April 2019 the Waitui Beach Club block 1 (B1) and block 2 (B2) will be back in operation along with 
a fully refurbished and extended Waitui Beach Club.
