the island’s relaxed and social spirit.
Celebrities, sailors, movie crews, and
musicians all found their way there.

Over the years, generations of
staff, artists, and travelers left their mark on
the place.
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Bloody Mary’s Hotel is the continuation of a story rooted in Bora Bora and built over decades of connection with the island
and its people.

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« The Bora Bora Airport is located on a “'motu” islet, a 15-minute boat ride from the
village of Vaitape on the main island. From Vaitape, the Bloody Mary’s Hotel is
reached by car after a 10-minute drive (arrival and departure land transfers
included in the Resort Fee).

« A Bloody Mary’s Hotel team member will greet guests at the airport and escort
them onboard the shuttle boat from the airport to Vaitape, for the land transfer to
the hotel. Private transfers - boat or land - between the airport to the hotel can
be arranged upon request, at a cost.

« On the main island, access a variety of restaurants, rental car options, boutiques,
art galleries, handicraft market, grocery stores. doctors’ offices, pharmacies and
small dispensary.

« Local currency is the Pacific Franc (XPF). Major credit cards are accepted. ATMs
are available in Vaitape.
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At Bloody Mary’s Hotel, every stay begins with a view - of
water, mountain or both.

Comfortable interiors, colors inviting the joyful spirit of
Bloody Mary’s, and open-air spaces invite you to find your
own rhythm, or follow the island’s.
