Although the first letter "B" does not exist in the Tahitian language,
when Captain Cook first heard the name he mistook the softened
sound of the Tahitian "P" for "B" and called the island Bola Bola.

About Bora Bora



Le Bora Bora by Pearl Resorts is located on a motu
islet, a 20-minute electric shuttle boat ride from Bora
Bora’s Motu Mute Airport (transfers operated by the
resort’s boat shuttles) and a 5-minute boat ride from
the Chancelade base located on the main island of
Bora Bora (free boat transfers only during the day,
small fee applies during the evening).

From Tahiti, there are daily flights to the island of
Bora Bora (airport code BOB) with the domestic
carriers Air Tahiti (www.airtahiti.pf) and Air Moana
(www.airmoana.pf).

Daily flights are also available from Raiatea (RFP)
and/or from Tikehau (TIH) and allow our guests to
combine with our sister properties Le Taha’a by Pearl
Resorts and Le Tikehau by Pearl Resorts.

Upon arrival at the Bora Bora Airport, one of our staff
members will greet you and escort you to the resort’s
shuttle boat.

Helicopter options are also available for passengers
who would like to enjoy a different experience.
